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Quarters for the Cure (QFC) is a fundraising program open to all schools in New Jersey and supports the fight against cancer at The Cancer Institute of New Jersey (CINJ). Here’s a quick overview of the program and how your school can get involved:

· Since 2004, students throughout the state have joined ranks to raise nearly $100,000 for cancer research, care, and education at CINJ – one quarter at a time.  Best of all, participating schools tell us the QFC campaign was fun and a meaningful project.

· From January 11 – April 9, 2010 students, teachers and staff will find creative ways to fill a five-gallon water jug with as many quarters as possible.  Registration is on going.  This open registration encourages more participation and allows schools to choose the fundraising strategy that suits them best – a one-time event, a 2-week challenge between classes, a 3-month campaign, and everything in between.

· The top 3 fundraising schools will have an opportunity to host an assembly at which CINJ Foundation staff will recognize your efforts, deliver prizes to the student body, and have a CINJ expert give an age-appropriate talk about healthy lifestyle choices to help reduce your risk of developing cancer.


· This year participating schools will have the added option of creating their own fundraising webpage, with an opportunity to organize a mini-campaign with a fundraising goal, pictures, and individual message.
